During this year we have been able to offer a wide range of sporting activtives for children to access with breakfast, after school and holiday camps ways to ensure children are active. These clubs provide children a  enviorment where they feel safe and eager to learn.  
We have created links with local extrernal providers to offer children new experiences to inspire them to continue their development in a sport outside of school.
Gym trail (Mini Sports Club) sessions have been adapted to engage children from Recption to Year 6 in positive sporting enviroments with support given to children to improve social barriers.
